We will have a
student led guided tour of the campus who will show us around with a stop at the old fashioned grist mill
and the fruitcake and jelly kitchen  and more.  After the tour, we will go to the Keeter Center and have an
included casual lunch in the Dobyns Dining Room here including a dessert made by the students.
We will then head back in to town and go to the Dutton’s Theatre for a Dutton’s Family Show.  Their show
is a variety show filled with delightful entertainment and musical talent with songs that range from gospel
to rock and everything in between so is something for everyone.
We will go back to the hotel for awhile and then go for an evening meal on own and then  to the Presley’s
Country Music Jubilee  for their entertaining show that the family has put on since 1967 when they
began singing in the Missouri Caves.  Later, they built the first Live Music Show on Hwy 76.  Enjoy their
country, gospel, bluegrass and hilarious comedy show and as our last night out in Branson.
